The play by JM Golder ( **** - Three Weeks), starring ‘one to watch’ actress Elizabeth Muncey  (The Stage), centres on academic George Hayton’s scientific crime detection, and his wife Florence’s fascination with the supernatural investigations of real-life philosopher and one-time Edinburgh resident Henry Sidgwick. (Sidgwick was the founder and first president of the Society for Psychical Research, which still carries out its paranormal investigations today.)

When a neighbour’s home is troubled by some unexplained events, both investigate – Professor Hayton with science, Mrs Hayton with a séance. And so begins a frightening, witty and highly entertaining evening …    

Hayton on Homicide writer JM Golder says the Royal College of Surgeons, which houses wonderfully ghoulish exhibits including one on the real Sherlock Holmes, is the ideal venue for this spooky play: “Edinburgh’s history has such a fascinating combination of the highest scientific achievements side by side with countless reported hauntings. It’s ideal for the debut of Hayton on Homicide. My aim was to make a humorous, compelling piece of theatre, but I think the play will also inspire people to investigate a whole new side of the city and its past.”

As well as Elizabeth Muncey, the play stars Robert Jezek – most recently seen as the Polish neighbour in film Last Chance Harvey – whose previous Fringe performances received critical acclaim.

Elizabeth Muncey, who plays the dual roles of Alice Kentwell/Madame Valerian in Hayton on Homicide, has been singled out as a future star.
